TIME 
COMMITMENT

• Lesson during school time 15 
mins for student (maximum class 
of 2 at same level)

• Minimum 45 mins band 
rehearsal per week (per band) 
either before or after school

• Daily practice – 5 to 15 mins a 
day is better than 1 hour once a 
week
